Preparing for the worst call of your life

Presenter: Vince Savoia

Vince Savoia had been a paramedic for six years 
— racing to car wrecks, drug overdoses, heart 
attacks and fi res. But nothing could prepare him 
for his rendezvous with Tema Conter. 

He was the attending paramedic to Tema’s 
homicide and it was the most frightening 
scene he had been to in his entire career. This 
single incident set him down a road that many 
emergency responders travel, but are reluctant to 
talk about. 

“I couldn’t eat, I couldn’t sleep, I didn’t want to 
go to work and I isolated myself in my bedroom. 
After my wedding I became paranoid about my 
wife’s well-being and suff ered anxiety attacks if 
she so much as” left the house to pick up milk. I 
eventually quit my job as a paramedic and with 
counseling and time, these symptoms of post-
traumatic stress disorder subsided.”

Since 2001, Vince has been actively raising 
awareness of post-traumatic stress disorder. He

Holly Rose is the Professional Conduct Manager 
at the College. She has been with the College 
for 14 years and has worked in many areas 
during that time. Currently her role includes 
administering the professional conduct process 
in compliance with policy and legislation. She 
regularly works with the Professional Conduct 
Committee to ensure best practices are 
maintained. 

Jennifer Wheaton, EMT-P  is the chair of the 
Professional Conduct Committee.  In addition 
to committee responsibilities, the chair is 
responsible to review investigation reports 
to determine if there is suffi  cient evidence of 
unskilled practice or professional misconduct to 
refer the matter to a discipline hearing.

The Professional Conduct session will provide 
an overview of the College’s complaint process 
from what constitutes a complaint and the 
processes followed when reviewing a complaint 
including complaint assessment, alternative 
complaint resolution, investigation, complaint 
review, discipline hearing, sanctions and 
appeals.

Council Election Procedures

Elections shall occur as outlined in the 
following procedures:

 The Nominations Committee shall conduct 
the election of offi  cers.

 Advance nominations must be received, by 
the Nominations Committee, in writing.  For 
a nomination to stand, a written nomination 
must show the name and signature of the 
practitioner accepting the nomination.  

 The Chairperson will invite each nominee, or 
in the nominees absence, the nominator, to 
speak on their behalf for a maximum of fi ve 
minutes.

 Candidates who have accepted nomination 
shall let their names stand throughout 
the elections of all positions within their 
respective categories, unless the position 
refl ects a diff erent term of offi  ce.

 Voting will continue for any elected position 
until one candidate obtains a clear majority 
of votes. 

 All registered practitioners shall be eligible 
to vote for all positions.

Used ballots and proxy forms will be kept 
by the Registrar of the College for a period 
of one (1) year.

In order to act as a proxy, a person 
appointed as a proxy must attend at the meeting to which the proxy applies. A proxy that does not comply with 
all the requirements of the Bylaws is null and void, and has no force and effect.
